1. In the days of the Tabernacle, God’s Children (Israel) was divided into 
three classes: The High Priest, The Priesthood, and the Congregation  
(of people). 
 

2. The word priest means ‘one who officiates.’ 
 

3. The priesthood were a group of Israelites that were chosen by God, 
separated unto God, and were allowed to approach God. 
 

� Priests were not chosen by the people or self appointed, they 
were divinely called by God. 
 

� God originally intended for Israel to be a ‘kingdom of priests’, 
but because of their sin, God had to institute a representative  
to stand before Him. 
 

� God graciously provided the office of the Priest so that people 
who were cut off from Him by sin could still have access to 
Him.

1. To qualify for the priesthood, you had to be from the tribe of Levi. 
 

2. To qualify for the priesthood, you had to be male. 
 

3. To qualify for the priesthood, you could not have any physical  
deformities. (i.e. blind, hunchbacked, dwarf, injuries or skin disease) 
 

4. To qualify for the priesthood, you had to live a holy, blameless life. 
 

5. To qualify for the priesthood, you had to be mature in years  
(Ages 25-50). 
 

6. To qualify for the priesthood, you had to be consecrated (set apart) for 
service.

1. The main duties of the priesthood were offer or present gifts and  
sacrifices to God. 
 

2. The duties of the priesthood was to minister unto God (Ex. 28:1) on 
behalf of the people (Heb. 5:1, 2). 
 

3. The duties of the priesthood were to teach the Law  
(Lev.10:8,11; II Chr.15:3; Mal.2:7). 
 

4. The duties of the priesthood were to judge causes  
(Deut.17:9; 19:17-19; 21:5). 
 

5. The duties of the priesthood were to work in the tabernacle. 
 

� The priesthood had to burn incense. 
 

� The priesthood had to trim the candlestick. 
 

� The priesthood had to change the showbread. 
 

� The priesthood had to keep the altar fire burning. 
  

� The priesthood had to remove the ashes.
