INTRODUCTION: Do you know Jesus? In this series of lessons, we will try to shed some light on who Jesus is
and was. And when you begin to study the person of Jesus, you can’t get around the fact that Jesus performed many
miracles. Now the word ‘miracle’ is often used very loosely today, but when Jesus performed a miracle it was something
unexplainable and supernatural.

WHAT DOES THE WORD MIRACLE MEAN?

1. Asimple definition is the setting aside of a lower law by a higher law. The
higher law being the law of overruling the laws of earth.

2. A scholarly definition would be an event or effect contrary to the
established constitution and course of things, or a deviation from the
known laws of ; a supernatural event.

b. In all, Jesus healed at least ten different types of sicknesses.

5. Jesus performed miracles in many other ways also.

a. Jesus turned the water into wine. - John 2:1-11

b. Jesus fed 5000 people. - John 6:1-14

c. Jesus walked on water. — John 6:15-21

d. There are also many other miracles that are recorded in the Bible.

6. The greatest miracle that Jesus ever performed was his own resurrection!
