two sources, firstly the Bible and secondly the Sacred
Tradition. Both are ultimately governed and

by the Magisterium of the Church.

2. The Catholic church believes in ‘Indulgences’.

v" Indulgences are another way of attaining
from the punishment sins.

v" According to the Catholic church, indulgences are
because Christ's sacrifice was
insufficient for the full payment of the penalty of sin.

v"Indulgences may be purchased with or
through acts of penitence (remorse), acts of charity, or
other means.

The official Roman
Catholic doctrine of
salvation is that the
grace of God is infused
into a baby at baptism
making him/her
justified before God.

Catholcism believes
that salvation is a
lifelong process
whereby God and men
cooperate in the
securing of forgiveness
of sin. This is
achieved only after
death (and/or
cleansing from sin in
purgatory), and is
dependant on man's
personal securing of
objective
righteousness before
God; otherwise, there
would be no salvation.

consecration in the Lord's Supper (Communion), the
bread and wine, are transformed into the

body and blood of Jesus.

4. The Catholic church believes in a place called ‘Purgatory’.
v' The Catholic Church believes that people who die in

God's grace, but are still imperfectly purified, have to
gotoa called purgatory.
